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The Photo Exhibition
Life of Mahatma Gandhi, Apostle of Peace
(2 October 1869 to 30 January 1948)

The exhibition contains selected photographs
depicting important events of Mahatma Gandhi’s
historical life span. The exhibition covers his public
life as under:

IN AFRICA

From 1893 to 1914 in South Africa where he led the
Indians in  their struggle against racial
discrimination, evolved the philosophy and
technique of nonviolent resistance; or Satyagraha
—he called it the Truth-force or Soul-force, against
social injustice and exploitation — (initiated in a
meeting of 3000 Indians in Johannesburg on 11
September 1906), started the weekly paper Indian
Opinion (1903), set up the community living
ashrams at Phoenix (1904) and Tolstoy Farm (1910),
took vows of voluntary poverty and celibacy (1906)
in order to serve people, correspondence with
Tolstoy (1909-10), and wrote his classic manifesto,
the Hind Swaraj.

IN INDIA

From 1915 till his assassination (in the cause of
religious tolerance and harmony) on 30 January
1948 in India, where he first led local struggles
(1917-18) at Champaran, Ahmedabad and Khera
and the All-India agitation against Rowlatt Bills
(1919), and from 1920 onwards he was the
undisputed leader of India’s struggle against British
rule, arousing the common masses through
nationwide Satyagraha movements — particularly
the Non-cooperation movement (1920-22), the
Salt Satyagraha (1930), and the Quit-India
movement (1942-44) — and through his multi-
faceted Constructive Programme for social
economic regeneration of the poverty and
illiteracy-ridden masses.

The exhibition offers glimpses of the life of
Mahatma Gandhi, the universally acknowledged
apostle of truth, nonviolence brotherhood.
